CRITERIA:   
1.      The nominee must have demonstrated leadership that affected the health and/or social history of Nebraska 
and/or United States through sustained, lifelong  contributions in or to nursing practice, education, 
administration, research, economics, or literature.   
2.      The nominee must have been prepared in a formal registered nursing program unless the contribution was 
made before formal nursing education was available.   
3.      The nominee must have been an NNA or ANA member at some point during their career unless the 
contribution was made before nurses’ registration, Nebraska statehood, or the NNA or ANA was established.   
4.      The nominee must have lived in, been educated, worked in, or represented Nebraska. 
5.      The achievements of the nominee must have enduring value to nursing beyond the nominee's lifetime.  
(Nominees for the Hall of Fame may be living or deceased).

President’s Report 
Rita Schmitz 

 
The June State Board of Directorôs meeting was conducted via phone conference on June 3, 

2010. The following are short summaries of the main items discussed: 

 
APRN Task Force – Linda Stones provided an update on the APRN Task Force. An advanced 
practice issues document was developed and sent to the BOD for review and approval. It was 
moved and seconded to have a “minimum of one advanced practice nurse” on the task force to 
represent the needs of the APRN’s. This task force will be followed up on by the Commission of 
Advocacy and Representation. Motion carried. BOD members need to assist with soliciting 
members for the APRN Task Force, preferably APRN’s.  
 PAC Treasurer Appointment – Don Wesely would be interested in taking on this appointment 
for a 15% administrative fee on all monies collected. It was determined that this is not a conflict 
of interest. It was suggested that an audit of collections be done; however, the PAC regulations 
on reporting collections are already pretty rigid. A suggestion was made to have a quarterly 
update to the ED/BOD. The BOD will ask the ED to follow-up with some fact-finding and report 
back to the Board with a recommendation.  
Recommendation for Educational Opportunity – Terry Anderson provided information on an 
educational agenda on the topic of Crucial Conversations and Crucial Confrontations. Some 
members attended a previous seminar with this speaker and topic and highly recommend that 
this be the educational opportunity to be given utilizing NNA’s restricted education funds (Carol 
Wilson donation). It was suggested that planning include the potential for TWIVing the 
educational event to outstate sites. We will continue to discuss this event at future meetings. 
 Commission on A & R – Legislative Day is planned for February 3, 2011. Need to plan for a 
speaker. Dr. Joann Schaefer – DHHS was suggested. The A&R commission would like to reach 
a goal of having one nurse for every district Senator in Nebraska. It is important to develop 
relationships and a network in support of nursing. The Commission is asking for the assistance 
of the BOD and membership to solicit nurses to develop or renew relationships with their area 
Senators.  
 
The July phone conference meeting was held July 1, 2010.  The Board approved the initial 
contract for the 2011 convention to be held in Kearney on October 14 and 15, 2011.  This is a 
week later than normal but the dates were moved due to availability of the hotel.  The 2009 
Reference proposal 1 was discussed.  The task force appointed to work on the proposal has 
asked for more time to facilitate the recommendations of the proposal. The 2010 convention 
planning committee reported that details have all been worked out for this year’s convention.  
Annette reported that exhibitors are beginning to reserve space and poster presentation 
applications are coming into the office.   Board members were encouraged to solicit nominations 
for the State awards to be given out at the convention this October.  We need to discuss at the 
district level a potential nomination for the Hall of Fame award.
